Veteran Canadian folk trio PIED PUMKIN is among a diverse group of independent musicians named as finalists in the Annual Independent Music Awards. Their first children’s CD, PUMKIDS – Tuneful Tales For Kids and Kin, is nominated in two categories: Best CD Packaging and Best Children’s Song for Rick Scott’s ‘Elephant Ride’. 

PUMKIDS won Outstanding Children’s Recording in the 2007 Western Canadian Music Awards, Parents’ Choice Silver and North American Parenting Publications (NAPPA) Honor Awards in the US, and is currently a nominee in the Canadian Folk Music Awards.

Rick Scott, Joe Mock and Shari Ulrich have been making exuberant music for all ages for over 30 years, combining dulcimer, guitar and fiddle in lively original songs of appeal to four generations. Pioneers ofCanadian folk music, they’ve released nine LPs, cassettes and CDs. PUMKIDS builds on the international success of dulcimer player Rick Scott’ and his six award winning children’s recordings that have taken him to nine countries. Written after playing a show in a remote school in Northern Thailand,  ‘Elephant Ride’ combines common and little known facts about pachyderms in a compellingly humorous narrative, with Scott featured on dulcimer, trombone and vocals. PUMKIDS engineer Anthony Maki is on percussion.

IMA Finalists will now advance to the final round of judging by a distinguished group of influential artists and industry insiders, including Suzanne Vega; Snoop Dogg, Chad Smith of Red Hot Chili Peppers; Les Claypool of Primus; Ray Davies of The Kinks; Susan Tedeschi, Frank Iero of My Chemical Romance; blues legend Charlie Musselwhite; Judy Collins; Rolling Stone contributing editor Anthony DeCurtis, MTV Music Supervisor, Carrie Hughes, Kevin Lyman of Vans Warped Tour and many others.
